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The UAE has supplied 11 metric tons of aid to Ukraine in the 
fight against COVID-19.

Minister of State H.E. Ahmed Ali Al Sayegh in Abu Dhabi to 
discuss further cooperation between both countries. An ex-
change of goods between both countries also took place.
